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WE are in possession of some additional particulars in 
respect to the above, and the differences existing between 
the engineer and architect. We do not think it desirable as 
yet to offer a decided opinion, but at the opportune 
moment, which may be expected to soon arise, we will 
not hesitate to do justice as between the architect and 
engineer.
